Please remember that part of your Parent 
Agreement is that you will attend both the Pre-
Conference Observations for your child and that 
you will also attend the Parent Teacher 
Conferences. The week of October 12th-16th, is the 
week for observations which will be followed by the 
week for conferences. Part of the process requires 
the parents to help set goals for their child. 
Together, the teachers and parents create 
academic, social and emotional goals for the 
student. We ask that you, as the parent, come to 
the conference with your input for these goals 
already formulated.  
 
The process works as follows:  
 

• Parent observes their child in the classroom 
setting.  

 

• Based on the time observing and the 
knowledge that each parent has of their own 
child, they will use the Individual Learning 
Plan form to create several goals for their 
child to share with the teachers.  
 

• Parent brings the ILP form with them to the 
conference.  

 

• Teachers and Parents together create a 
new ILP form in the classroom based on 
mutual goals.  

 

In our charter, we discuss specific “learner 
outcomes” that we aim for our students to develop 
during their experience at Eagle Peak Montessori. 
In developing the ILP form, I took those outcomes 
and attempted to make them “user friendly” for both 
parents and teachers.
